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1. Registration 
a. Log in to the SSO portal of Landshut University of Applied Sciences with your user name 

(not e-mail address) and password (university ID) and select the “PRIMUSS portal” tile 
under “My tools”. The PRIMUSS portal will then open.

b. Log in directly to the PRIMUSS portal with your user name (not e-mail address) and 
password (university ID). First select “Landshut University of Applied Sciences” from the 
list.

2. Module selection area 
If you have successfully registered in the PRIMUSS portal, you will find the “Module selection” 
section in the menu under “My studies”. 

 

 

 

 

Here you can see at a glance whether options are currently available for you: 

If no options are currently available for you, this is displayed as follows: 



 
 

 

If choices are available to you, they will be displayed here. Click on “Access module selection” 
to make your selection, register for courses or select modules. 

 

 

3. Select modules/enrolment 
If you have options and have called up the module selection, the following user interface will be 
displayed. Under “Current lottery procedures” you can see the procedures that have been 
activated for you. 

 

 

If a lottery procedure has been started for your module selection, it will be displayed in your 
view. 

 
Click on the relevant lottery procedure to open the module selection - the selection options will 
then be expanded. Then click on “Go to registration”. 

 
 
 



 
 

 
 

A distinction is made between the following types of lottery procedures: 

a. First come, first served 
The first come, first served procedure is based on the principle of first come, first served. 

The corresponding lottery procedure is displayed under the title. In this case: Greyhound. You 
will also be shown from when to when registration is possible. 

To select your preferred subject, select the subject in the “Subject” column and place a tick in 
front of the corresponding subject. Then click on the green arrow between the two columns 
“Subject” and “Selection”. You will now find the compartment in the “Selection” column on the 
right. If you scroll over the compartment with the cursor, you will see that you have received the 
compartment. 

As soon as you select a subject, you are automatically enrolled in this course. If all the places in 
a course are taken, it will no longer be displayed for selection. 

 

 

If you have accidentally selected the wrong compartment and would like to select a 
different one instead, please proceed as follows: 



 
 
In the “Selection” column, select the incorrectly selected compartment by ticking the box in 
front of the corresponding entry. 

Then click on the red arrow to remove the compartment from your selection. 

The compartment will then be moved back to the “Compartment” column and you can select 
another compartment. 

 

 

 

 

After removal, the deselected compartment is highlighted in yellow in the “Selection” column. 
This indicates that you have deselected this subject.  

A newly selected subject is highlighted in green in the “Selection” column to indicate your 
current selection. 



 
 

 

 

Using the yellow symbol with the two arrows, you can swap selected subjects by clicking in the 
columns. 

The subject selected in the left-hand column is swapped for the subject selected in the right-
hand column - one is deselected and the other is selected instead. 

In the following example, “Test subject 3” would be deselected and “Test subject 2” selected 
instead. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
b. Lots with priority 
With this type of lot, you specify your priority list. The allocation is based on the order in which 
you specify the desired courses. 

The respective lottery procedure is displayed under the title - in this case: Lots with priority. You 
will also see the period in which registration is possible. 

The order of the selected subjects indicates the priority in which you want to receive the 
subjects. This means that the subject in the top position has the highest priority and the subject 
in the lowest position has the lowest priority. 

Example:  

A student would prefer to take test subject 2, then test subject 3 and then test subject 1. 
Accordingly, he/she places the checkmarks in the following order: test subject 2, test subject 3, 
test subject 1. 

After ticking the boxes according to your priorities, click on the green arrow (step 4). 

 

 

The selected subjects are transferred to the “Selection” column in the order you have specified. 

You can then change this order by clicking on the box in front of a compartment and moving it up 
or down using the arrows to the right of the “Selection” column.

If you want to deselect a subject, place a tick in front of the relevant subject in the “Selection” 
column and click on the red arrow. This will move the subject back to the “Subject” column.

 

 

c. Randomly 
The course places are allocated at random - it is not possible to influence priorities. 

You can select the subjects in any order by placing a tick in the box in front of the corresponding 
subjects and moving them to the “Selection” column using the green arrow. 

The subjects are assigned in any order. 

 

 

 

 



 
 
Important note on all lottery procedures: 

Your selection will be saved automatically - an additional confirmation button is not 
required.
